All schools in Seven Oaks School Division plan for readiness to respond to a
crisis; including fire drills, evacuation drills, and lock-down drills. As part of
the Governor Semple Safety Plan we will be practicing the above procedures
throughout the year.

know his/her full name and phone number? Do they know your names?
Does your child have a plan for unexpected situations such as coming home
to find no one there and the door is locked? We hope never to have to use
these safety plans but we encourage you to have one for home as well. We
encourage you to discuss these personal safety procedures with your
children.
