Saving For Education: A Little Goes a Long Way

Worried that you can’t afford to start saving for your child education after high
school?

The federal government can help you start to save for your child’s future now! The
Canada Learning Bond and the Canada Education Savings Grant will help make
your child’s trade school, college or university education more affordable.

The Government of Canada provides a $500 Canada Learming Bond to families with
a modest income to help them save for the education of children born after Decem-
ber 31, 2003. If you qualify, you may continue to receive $100 a year for your
child’s education until your child is 15. That’s up to $2,000 total.

The Canada Education Savings Grant is money the Government gives you when you
invest in education for your child aged 17 or under. You may receive between $2 and
$4 for every $10 you save for your child’s education, depending on your family in-
come and how much you save every year.

Imagine the doors that could open up for your child once they graduate. Save a little
bit today, to lead to a brighter future tomorrow.
